Summary of Academic Exchange between 
Florida Atlantic University (FAU) and The University of Tokushima (UT)

March 2007

1. Exchange on cooperative research, teaching etc by faculty and staff

Past and ongoing exchange (since 1989)

・Agreement of academic exchange on March 31, 1995 (renewed in 1998, 2001 and 2004)

· 3 faculty members of UT conducted or are conducting cooperative research in FAU as the long-term visiting scholar (longer than 3 months), supported by FAU, UT or Monbukagakusho (Ministry of Education, Science, Sports and Culture, Japan).

· 28 faculty members of UT visited FAU for a short period 44 times in total to conduct research and student exchange discussion or establish agreement of academic exchange. Most of them were supported 18 times by UT International Exchange Fund, 15 times by Monbukagakusho (Ministry of Education, Science, Sports and Culture, Japan) and 3 times by JSPS (Japan Society for the Promotion of Science).

· 8 staff members of UT visited FAU 8 times in total for a short period to survey administration and management. Some of them were supported by Monbukagakusho (Ministry of Education, Science, Sports and Culture, Japan).

· 1 faculty member of FAU conducted cooperative research in UT as the long-term visiting scholar (longer than 3 months), supported by UT International Exchange Fund.

· 21 faculty members of FAU visited UT 32 times in total for a short period to conduct research discussion, make renewal of academic exchange agreement or attend ceremonies. Some of them were supported 14 times by UT International Exchange Fund and 9 times by Monbukagakusho (Ministry of Education, Science, Sports and Culture, Japan).

・Cooperative research, “Researches on Biological Functions for New Technologies”, funded by Monbusho (Ministry of Education, Science, Sports and Culture, Japan) International Scientific Research Program, University-to-University Cooperative Research, was conducted during fiscal years 1997 to 1999.

· 34 refereed research papers were published by coauthors of both universities.

· 33 presentations were carried out in conferences by coauthors of both universities.

· 5 sessions in 4 International Conferences were organized on the researches common in both universities by professors of both universities.
